Fourth success for D•rr's EcoDryScrubber

VW is getting one, Rehau already has two, a fourth order is on the way and decisions on other projects are imminent 
- with four EcoDryScrubbers already sold, D•rr's innovative concept for separating paint without adding water or 
coagulation chemicals continues its march along the road to success. 

EcoDryScrubber has been on 
the market since the autumn of 
2008. The ! rst company to work 
with it was polymer specialist 
Rehau. The innovative system 
is being used at Viechtach in 
Germany and Port Elizabeth in 
South Africa in energy e"  cient 
painting of vehicle bumpers 
and add-on parts. Up to 500,000 
parts are produced annually at 
each of these factories. Almost 
a year after its introduction, the 
reaction to EcoDryScrubber is 
clear ± system implementation 
is optimal, maintenance and 
auxiliary materials requirements 
are lower and energy is being 
saved. Another very positive 
aspect - there has been no pro-
duction downtime since the sys-
tem was commissioned. 

In mid 2009, as the ! rst auto ma-
nufacturer to do so, Volkswagen 
opted to purchase EcoDryScrub-
ber: from 2011, up to 150,000 ex-
amples of a mid class saloon, de-
veloped especially for the North 
American market, will roll o#  the 
line annually at Chattanooga in 
the USA. At the new VW factory 
EcoDryScrubber will celebrate 
its debut utilization in car body 
paint ! nishing. D•rr's dry se-
paration innovation will be in 
good company there as, around 
the EcoDryScrubber, D•rr will be 
installing the complete top coat 
line, which includes robotic and 
application equipment, as well 
as the PVC area for underbody, 
cavity and seam sealing. 

At the customer's request the 
EcoDryScrubber has been made 
even more fail safe. An impro-

ved drainage surface will ensure 
that liquids drain directionally 
away, thus making provision for 
dealing not only with the conse-
quences of hose bursts, should 
they occur, but also with acti-
vation of the sprinkler system. 
Ramp up production at the new 
VW paint shop in the Federal 
State of Tennessee is scheduled 
to begin as early as the autumn 
of 2010. 

The most recent EcoDryScrub-
ber sale - the fourth one - has 
been concluded in China and 
the system is also arousing gre-
at interest in connection with 
several other projects, where 
orders will soon be placed. One 
of the reasons for this is without 
doubt the fact that the system 
has in the meantime been suc-
cessfully assessed by more than 
ten OEMs. 

D•rr's innovation has also re-
ceived its ! rst accolades ± in 
the summer of 2009 EcoDrySc-
rubber was presented not only 
with an Innovation Award at 
SURCAR, the foremost internati-
onal automotive paint ! nishing 
conference, but also with an 
Environmental Technology Prize 
awarded by the German Federal 
State of Baden-W•rttemberg.

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EcoBell2 ± 
Competing for minimum paint consumption

Recently trials were carried out 
at the D!rr Ecopaint Test Cen-
ter, together with OEM`s and 
add-on parts manufacturers, 
in order to find the answer. 

Atomizers and painting pa-
rameters currently used in 
production were compared 
with the new D!rr atomizers 
EcoBell2 HD and EcoBell2 HX. 
EcoBell2 HD, the ¹specialistª 
for interior and detail pain-
ting, competed with the older 
air atomizer EcoGun2 used in 
interior painting. The second 
trial set the ¹universalª Eco-
Bell2 HX against the standard 
EcoBell2 atomizer. In the pain-
ting of add-on parts transfer 
efficiency was tested on a 
wide spectrum of parts ran-
ging from bumpers to trunk 
lids. 

Both new atomizers are based 
on the well-proven EcoBell2. 
Newly developed bell disks, 
shaping air systems and pro-
cess parameters give them all 
the qualifications they need 
for their painting task. Varia-
ble spray jet widths and opti-
mized paint spraying are only 
two of the features that consi-
derably increase transfer effi-
ciency and paint film quality. 
Application can be carried out 
with or without high voltage. 

The results of the trials speak 
clearly in favor of the new 
D!rr atomizers. EcoBell2 HD 
offers much better transfer 
efficiency in interior painting 
of doors and door sills: the 
improvement for base coat is 
21% (without high voltage) 
and for clear coat 19% (wit-
hout high voltage). 

The situation in the painting 

of trim parts is similar: in bum-
per painting EcoBell2 HX inc-
reases transfer efficiency for 
primer application by 25.5% 
(without high voltage) and for 
clear coat by 22.3% (with high 
voltage); in the case of trunk 
lids transfer efficiency is rai-
sed by 12% (primer applicati-
on without high voltage) and 
by 16.5% (clear coat with high 
voltage). 

These increases lead to mas-
sive savings in paint material 
- between 61 and 81 ml per 
painted trim part and applied 
paint film, for example. Pro-
jected onto an annual output, 
these figures quickly add up 
to potential for six-digit sa-
vings in euros. This must be 
set against the expenditure 
involved in converting to the 
new EcoBell2 HD or EcoBell2 
HX atomizers but in some ca-
ses this amounts to little more 
than the cost of an atomizer 
exchange. 

The savings also have a positi-
ve ecological side effect: paint 
that is not used does not have 
to be produced in the first 
place so resources are saved 
and the environment is pro-
tected.

The com-
pany is part of the Dutch DSM 
organization and has a factory 
in the Linz Chemistry Park and 
a commercial o&  ce in Vienna. 
Core competencies of DFCA lie 
in the development of chemical 
process and products and in the 
manufacture of organic inter-
mediates for the pharmaceutical 
industry and plant protection 
products. 

Strategically the company fo-
cuses on the production to or-
der of active pharmaceutical 
ingredients and agrochemical 
products. DFCA operates eight 
production plants at Linz and 
employs a total of around 950

Successful restructuring with D•rr Consulting

At the start of the restructuring 
program D•rr Consulting prepa-
red an ªas isº analysis of the fac-
tory. Values determined included 
! xed and manufacturing costs 
as well as space requirements 
and energy consumption. The 
organizational structure for per-
sonnel and the product portfolio 
were also analyzed. Comparisons 
could thus be made with other 
competitors in Russia and Euro-
pe. 

By utilizing these benchmark 
comparisons, the management 
was already in a position to be-
gin restructuring operations in 
July 2007. During this phase D•rr 
Consulting was the partner char-
ged with the task of calculating 
the space required for manufac-
turing, the size of the necessary 
workforce and the investment 
sums required for the various 
processes. 

These ! gures became essential 
guidelines in the creation of a 
business plan that was drawn 
up and approved within four 
months. In August 2007 work 
began on preparation of concept 
and detail plans. It was decided 
to opt for completely modern yet 
simultaneously " exible produc-
tion facilities for the manufacture 
of tractors and to realign existing 
processes and production plant 
for the manufacture of excava-
tors. 

Alongside drawing up the con-
cept for the new factory layout, 
D•rr Consulting also calculated 
the number of manufacturing 
stations and the storage capa-
cities required and developed a 
production and quality assuran-
ce philosophy. The focus here 
was placed on modern factory 
shop logistics and automati-
on of production to European 

standards. As part of the overall 
project D•rr Consulting assisted 
and supported the company's 
purchasing organization with 
comprehensive supply manage-
ment.
